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The President

Jill Beck was appointed Lawrence 
University’s fifteenth president in 
January 2004 and assumed office on 
July 1. A native of Worcester, Mas-
sachusetts, she received the B.A. in 
philosophy and art history from Clark 
University, the M.A. in history and 
music from McGill University, and the 
Ph.D. in theatre history and criticism 
from the City University of New York.

A nationally recognized authority
on arts education, she is both a 
scholar and a practitioner of dance 
and choreography and has written 
extensively in the fields of dance 
history, theory, repertory, and 
technique and has directed ballet 

and modern dance repertory. She has 
served on the faculties of the City 
College of the City University of New 
York, The Juilliard School, Connecticut 
College, Southern Methodist Univer-
sity, and the University of California, 
Irvine.

As dean of the School of the Arts at 
the University of California, Irvine 
from 1995 to 2003, she was the driving 
force behind the establishment of two 
innovative programs for furthering 
the impact of the arts — the da Vinci 
Research Center for Learning Through 
the Arts, an interdisciplinary center for 
research focused on learning across 
disciplines, and ArtsBridge America. 
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The University

Lawrence, like the city of Appleton in 
which it is situated, owes much of its 
origins to the perseverance of frontier 
ministers and to the philanthropy of 
wealthy Bostonians. In 1847, prior to 
the statehood of Wisconsin, the first 
member of the Lawrence administra-
tion and Appleton’s first permanent 
resident arrived on the scene in a 
dugout canoe and selected a wooded 
bluff above the Fox River as the 
site for the university’s campus. The 
Reverend William Harkness Sampson 
had been commissioned, along with 
the Reverend Henry R. Colman, by the 
Boston merchant Amos A. Lawrence 
to establish a frontier school to afford 
“gratuitous advantage to Germans 
and Indians of both sexes.” Lawrence 
pledged $10,000 to endow the school, 
on the condition that the Methodists, 
represented by Sampson and Colman, 
match his initial gift. Even before 
the money could be raised, the 
Territorial Legislature granted a 
charter to Lawrence Institute, a 
name that was changed to Lawrence 
University when classes first began on 
November 12, 1849.

In 1913, the university adopted the 
name Lawrence College to underscore 
its commitment to undergraduate 
liberal education. This commitment 
received further articulation during 
the administration of President Henry 
Merritt Wriston (1925–37), when the 
university charted a course that it 
has followed faithfully to the present 
day. In the words of the catalog of 
1934, “The ultimate purpose of liberal 
education at Lawrence is the establish-
ment and improvement of standards 
— standards of thought and expres-
sion, of taste and interest, of character 
and ethics, of health and sane living.”

ArtsBridge America has been 
recognized as a national model for 
the advancement of educational arts 
partnerships between universities 
and the K-12 community. The program 
offers hands-on experiences in the 
arts to school-age children, placing 
university students in K-12 classrooms 
as instructors and mentors. Under Dr. 
Beck’s direction, ArtsBridge America 
grew from a limited pilot program in 
California with seven student scholars 
in 1996 to a nationwide effort involv-
ing 21 campuses in 13 states.

In 2000, she co-chaired an interna-
tional conference titled “Sciences for 
the Arts: Building a Coalition for Arts 
Education” that brought psychologi-
cal and medical researchers together 
with artists and art educators, one of 
several ways in which she has worked 
to establish linkages between science 
and engineering and the arts.

A founding member of the Alliance 
of Dance Notation Educators, she is 
active in a number of professional 
organizations and as a participant 
in scholarly meetings and publica-
tions. She is a recipient of the Disney 
Corporation’s Jack Linquist Award for 
Innovation, given in recognition of 
ArtsBridge America’s creative approach 
to social problems; the American Red 
Cross Association’s Clara Barton Award 
for humanitarian service in the arts; 
and the University of California, Irvine, 
Medal, the university’s highest honor, 
for “visionary leadership in building 
community.”

President Beck is married to Robert 
J. Beck, Ph.D., a visiting professor of 
education at Lawrence University.
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While holding fast to these enduring 
goals of liberal education, Lawrence 
continually has reassessed and 
reshaped its academic program in 
response to the changing contours of 
knowledge and to changing views on 
the nature of learning. The tutorial 
system, first instituted by President 
Wriston, has blossomed into a wide 
range of options for independent 
learning. Freshman Studies, introduced 
by President Nathan Marsh Pusey 
(1944–53), today remains a distinctive 
expression of the commitment of 
the entire Lawrence community to 
the examination of ideas of abiding 
importance. With the introduction 
of a number of overseas programs 
in the 1960s, Lawrence enhanced its 
ability to broaden the horizons of 
its students through direct contact 
with other societies. The appearance 
in the curriculum of interdisciplin-
ary and cross-disciplinary areas of 
study reflects a concern that new 
knowledge, so crucial to the educated 
person of the 21st century, be available 
to Lawrence students along with the 
traditional fare of courses in the arts 
and sciences.

Under the leadership of President 
Curtis W. Tarr (1963–69), Lawrence 
once again assumed its historic name, 
Lawrence University, when it merged 
in 1964 with Milwaukee-Downer Col-
lege for Women. Milwaukee-Downer, 
named in honor of its trustee and 
benefactor, Jason Downer, was itself 
the product of a merger in 1895 
between Milwaukee Female College 
and Downer College of Fox Lake. Both 
schools had pioneered in the educa-
tion of women, and Milwaukee Female 
College had benefited early on from 
the interest of Catharine Beecher, 
a sister of Harriet Beecher Stowe, 
who provided the institution with an 

advanced program of high educational 
standards.

Lawrence University today is what 
it has been for much of its history, 
an undergraduate college of the 
liberal arts and sciences with a 
conservatory of music. Committed 
to the development of intellect and 
talent, the acquisition of knowledge 
and understanding, and the cultiva-
tion of judgment and values, Lawrence 
prepares students for lives of service, 
achievement, leadership, and personal 
fulfillment.

University Symbols

The Ceremonial Mace

The ceremonial mace is carried at the 
head of academic processions by the 
college marshal (a senior member of 
the faculty). Batons are carried by 
members of the faculty who serve as 
deputy marshals. The mace and usher 
batons were crafted by silversmith 
E. Dane Purdo, professor emeritus of 
art, in 1972.

The Presidential Medallion

The medallion serves as the presidential 
badge of office and contains repre-
sentations depicting several of the 
historical symbols of both Lawrence 
and Milwaukee-Downer College. The 
Lawrence seal is present, as are silver 
hawthorn leaves representing Milwau-
kee-Downer. 

The Heraldic Coat of Arms

The heraldic coat of arms is presented 
on the university flag and ceremonial 
college publications. With the permis-
sion of the family of its founder, 
Amos Lawrence, the university’s 
heraldic coat of arms is an adaptation 
of the arms “granted and confirmed 
by Patent dated 30 October 1562, to 
William Lawrence of St. Ives, county 
Huntington”:

A shield of silver bearing a cross of 
red with embattlements in which 

the angles are to right angles. In the 
upper third of the shield against a red 
background is a double-tailed lion 
in gold, walking with the dexter paw 
raised and the head full-faced. Above 
the shield is the crest, the head of 
an antelope in black with five silver 
roundles on the head and neck. The 
antlers are in gold, the crest sup-
ported by a red and silver roll.”

The University Seal

The Rev. William Harkness Sampson, 
co-founder and first principal (he 
refused the title president) of the 
college, was also the designer, in 1850, 
of the corporation seal for Lawrence 
University of Wisconsin. Still in use 
today on official university documents 
and in other formal contexts, the seal 
consists of an outer ring containing 
the name Lawrence University of Wis. 
and an inner circle with the English 
words Light! More Light!, the founding 
date of the university (1847), and 
the Latin phrase Veritas Est Lux (Truth 
is light).

In a letter to the college’s benefactor, 
Amos Lawrence, Sampson explained 
his choice of the phrases for the seal: 

“Light! More light!” were the last 
words of Goethe, to which “veritas 
est lux” is the response; the book 
is placed in a cloud representing 
the darkness of the human mind, 
from which the light emanates and 
disperses the darkness.

Coincidentally, light also plays a role in 
the symbolism of Milwaukee-Downer 
College, which joined with Lawrence 
College in 1964 to form Lawrence 
University. The Milwaukee-Downer 
corporate seal contains the Latin 
motto Sit Lux: Let there be light.
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The Academic Regalia

Academic attire worn during the 
installation ceremony is based on 
common styles of the 14th and 15th 
centuries in Europe. In a time when 
both men and women wore gowns or 
robes, it became common practice to 
adopt distinctive gowns for various 
professions, trades, and religious 
orders. The ceremonial garb of a 
modern academic procession, there-
fore, is descended from the working 
clothes of a medieval scholar, who 
was often at least a lower-order 
cleric. Long gowns were desirable in 
unheated medieval universities, and 
the hood may have been developed 
to cover the tonsured head.

This tradition of academic dress, 
particularly as known at Oxford and 
Cambridge, passed to the American 
colonies and was standardized by an 
Intercollegiate Code in 1895. The code 
sets forth rules governing the color, 
shape, and materials of the three 
primary items of academic apparel: 
the gown, the hood, and the cap.

Gowns differ according to the level 
of degree earned by the wearer. The 
baccalaureate (bachelor’s degree) 
gown has pointed sleeves and is worn 
closed. The gown for the master’s 
degree has an oblong sleeve, open at 
the wrist, that hangs down. The rear 
part of the oblong shape is square-cut, 
and the front part has an arc cut away. 
The doctoral gown is the most ornate, 
with a velvet facing and three velvet 
chevrons on each bell-shaped sleeve. 
Both master’s and doctor’s gowns 
are designed to be worn either open 
or closed. While most doctoral gowns 
are black, some universities — e.g., 
Columbia, Cornell, Harvard, Princeton, 
and Stanford — provide gowns in 
their institutional colors.

For one who knows how to “read” 
them, academic hoods signal both 
the wearer’s field of study (the velvet 
border) and the institution by which it 
was conferred (the silk lining). Among 
the hood linings that might be seen in 
a Lawrence academic procession are 
those of Brown University (seal brown, 
cardinal chevron), Columbia University 
(light blue, white chevron), Cornell 
University (carnelian red, two white 
chevrons), Harvard University (black 
hood, crimson-lined), Johns Hopkins 
University (black, gold chevron), 
Princeton University (orange, black 
chevron), Stanford University (cardinal 
red, no chevron), the University of 
California (gold, Yale blue chevron), 
the University of Chicago (maroon, 
no chevron), the University of Virginia 
(navy blue, orange chevron), the 
University of Wisconsin-Madison 
(cardinal, no chevron), and Yale 
University (Yale blue, no chevron). The 
Lawrence hood is lined in Yale blue, 
with two white chevrons.

In addition to the institutional 
colors, colors associated with specific 
academic disciplines are used for the 
trim on doctors’ gowns, the edging 
of hoods, and the tassels of caps. 
The most frequently worn colors 
in a Lawrence academic procession 
are: dark blue (philosophy, including 
Ph.D.s), pink (music), and lemon (library 
science). Other discipline-related 
colors include white (arts, letters, 
humanities), golden yellow (science), 
purple (law), copper (economics), drab 
(business), light blue (education), and 
brown (fine arts).
