Legislation Ideas:

Nick: AMSA came in earlier this year to ask for money for a project. Had an individual came in they would’ve easily received the money. An organization is held more to their mission statement when considered for funding.

 A legislation may not be necessary but at least standing rules so that we have something written to follow. 

Steve: Have finance committee take note on reoccurring issues to discuss them

Nick: When do things stop being a donation than an activity?

Nathan: Seed money for fundraising a fundraising activity idea.
Curt: Is it also appropriate for LUCC money to be used for donations?
Steve: Discussed the ideas that LUCC money is from students and that money should be used carefully. 

Zach: Brought in the thought that of an organization having an activity to create a donation over buying to strictly donate.

Options: Banning donations.


Providing seed money for fundraising.


Bryan: Habitat for Humanity does an activity where they fundraise money by selling bowls of soup but then donates the soup. 

Steve: There should be stricter rules on the use of money outside of campus. 

Nick: What kind of rules do we want to have for already created projects that do align with the missions of an organization?

Nathan: Read the legislation idea he wrote about seed money.

“ORGANIZATIONAL FINANCES

4.07 LUCC funds to be used as seed money for a fundraising activity must be returned to LUCC by the end of the term in which they are borrowed. Funds not returned will become organizational debt.

                a. Seed money may not exceed $300.” 
Steve: Should we put a cap on seed money?

Nick: The language should state that it “may not exceed $300” but LUCC can decide to provide less.

Steve: When the donation is of material goods its up to the discretion of finance committee.

The language of the legislation will be discussed later.
