On the other hand, decreased segmentation would require longer weekly SOUP meetings, which can try the attention span of the group and nightly schedules.  Some suggestions to address these dual concerns were to streamline committee reports, reduce the number of standing committees, and rely more on ad hoc committees that could meet one time to finalize details that had been brainstormed by SOUP as a whole.  Danielle, Adam, Fred, Becky P, Anne, Zach, and Bryana volunteered to rethink the structure and perhaps look into the forms of some other school programming boards.
