At least half of the course must be devoted to the study of global perspectives and issues or to the study of areas outside of Europe and the United States.  “Global” in this context refers to the perspectives of multiple and diverse regions of the world and to issues currently of importance to those regions (e.g., poverty, sustainability, religion, and so on).  This requirement may be met in appropriate study abroad programs as determined by the Curriculum Committee.
